If you want to vote in person, including anyone acting as a proxy on your behalf, you’ll need to bring an accepted
form of photo identification (ID) to the polling station.

Voters who do not produce valid photo ID or a Voter Authority
Certificate, will not be allowed to vote on the day. The photo ID must
be an original and cannot be a photocopy. A free Voter Authority
Certificate is available if you do not have photo ID.
