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Peter has been working with the newly established

Springbank Community Food Bank which has supported over

1000 requests for help.

Over the last six weeks, 1246 adults and 806 children have

benefited from delivery of a food parcel. Most of the parcels have

been delivered in the West of Cheltenham, but volunteers have

also responded to requests from all over town and further

afield.
